Back in Style

 I am still in love with the Stax-

Volt            sound. As a fan of 

Memphis styled music there are 

few singers that affect   

 me the way Otis Redding and 

Wilson Pickett did way back in the 60õs. One of them 

is Tad Robinson. 

 

 Robinson is a blue-eyed soul singer whose two previ-

ous Severn Record releases, 2004õs òDid You Ever 

Won deró and 2007õs òA New Point of Viewó, garnished 

him five Blues Music Award nominations. This new 

album      

 may be his best ever and should finally give Robinson 

the BMA he deserves, as Robinson is more vocally    

 equipped than any other singer Iõve recently heard. 

 

On the opener òRained All Nightó written by bassist, 

Steve Gomes, Robinson sounds like Al Green. Alex 

Schultz is featured on this, and throughout the re-

cording on guitar, and the wonderful horn arrange-

ments by Willie Henderson make this and the re-

mainder of the album a helluva joy ride.  

 

My favorite tracks are when the horn arrangements 

take on a ska-like beat. On òFull Attention Bluesó co-

written by Robinson and Gomes; on the Isley 

Brotherõs sounding òOn and Onó, and on òIõm in 

Goodó, the horns charts are just brilliant. The best 

song on the album just might be òSunday Morning 

Womanó also co-written with Gomes. 

 

Another gem is the heavy soul of òHalf Smileó with some 

great bass playing by Gomes. 

òTurn To The Musicó is from Gomes and label mate Darrell 

Nulisch. Two obscure covers are also included; òJust Out of 

Reachó written by Sam Dees and Clarence Shieldõs òYou 

Name It, Iõve Had Itó. Gomes is joined once again by Robb 

Stupka, drums and Kevin Anker, Hammond Organ. The 

horn section includes Wayne Jackson of The Memphis 

Horns. 

 

 
King Biscuit Time Celebrates 16, 000 Shows

The longest running blues show in the world recently cele-
brated its 16,000th show June 22, 2010. KFFAôs noon time 
blues program, King Biscuit Time, first aired in November 
1941 with soon to be legendary bluesmen Sonny Boy Wil-
liamson II and Robert Lockwood, Jr. as the showôs live per-
formers. The KFFA radio station is located in Helena, Arkan-
sas smack in the middle of the Mississippi Delta about three 
or four miles across the Mississippi River and approximately 
50 miles south of Memphis. I have written before about KFFA 
and King Biscuit Time and its legendary host, Sunshine 
Sonny Payne (John William Payne). Sonny Payne was a 16 
year old working there in 1941 and played a role in the initia-
tion of the King Biscuit Time show. He has been the on-air 
host continuously since 1951. At 84 years old Sonny is still 
going strong. The honor he most recently received was his 
induction into the Blues Hall of Fame earlier this year in 
Memphis. More recently, an England film company com-
pleted a documentary on Sonny and it is set to be released 
later this year. The documentary is simply titled, ñSonny.ò    
I had the honor (and I do consider it an honor) to appear on 
King Biscuit Time most recently as a guest on May 3rd of this 
year (show #15,964) when I was back in the Delta for a visit. 
Some little known facts about the history of KFFA: 

¶ The KFFA letters are derived from local businessmen in 
Helena, John Franklin and Quinn Floyd who founded the 
station along with Sam Anderson, a local high school 
principal hired to be the original radio station manager. K 
is the first letter for all radio stations west of the Missis-
sippi river. 

¶ KFFA is owned by the Delta Broadcasting Company. 

¶ The show currently opens with another KFFA radio per-
sonality, James ñGone for Goodò Morgan shouting ñ Itôs 
12:15, youôre listening to KFFA!ò 

¶ The opening music is a few bars of Tommy Dorsey mu-
sic followed by Sunshine Sonny Payne saying, ñPass the 
biscuits ócause itôs King Biscuit Time on KFFA radio.ò 
This was the opening line from the original King Biscuit 
shows announced by the first show host, Sam Anderson.  

¶ The show also opens with Robert Lockwood, Jr. and the 
King Biscuit Entertainers singing about the virtues of 
King Biscuit Flour, the original sponsor of Sonny Boy 
Williamson and Robert Lockwood, Jr. 

¶ Next is a song or two by either Sonny Boy Williamson or 
Robert Lockwood, Jr. because they were the original 
performers.  

¶ After playing a variety of songs and interviewing any 
guest who might wander in to see the show Sonny 
closes out the program with the question, ñClyde, where 
are you?ò followed by music from legendary trumpet 
player Clyde McCoy and Clydeôs signature tune, Sugar 
Blues. 

¶ Sonny Payne is an accomplished musician who played 
stand up bass in the 1940ôs for a number of big bands 
after leaving the Army. 

¶ Guests as varied as Elvis Costello and Robert Plant have 
stopped in to visit with Sonny.

     From their posters to postings on Facebook, Michael and Cheri foster 
awareness of this great American art form.  They are true blues fans who 
enjoy the performances as much as their customers.  Michael has begun 
an archive of Sixty Sundaes performances on youtube.  Just search "Live 
at Sixty Sundaes." and the videos will pop up.  From a recent blues jam, 
he posted an exceptional Jeff Beck cover by 2 young guitarists, the 12 
yr. old grandson  Michael Lee and the 13 yr. old student Nick Rothleder 
of former Blues Alliance President Richard Mac. 
     Cheri stated, "We provide live music 7 days a week.  Live performers 
on Tues, Wed, Fri, Sat & Sun, open mic nights on Blues Monday and a 
regular jam on Thursday to spotlight local talented artists. We encourage 
music appreciation & musical education of our children. Sixty Sundaes 
has worked with many charitable organizations in the past and will al-
ways continue to do so. We believe in giving back to our commu-
nity."  There are numerous plaques on the walls acknowledging their 
ongoing partnership with our local public schools. 
     I would be remiss if I did not mention their exceptional original gour-
met homemade ice creams and sorbets using only the finest, freshest 
ingredients.  If you've a sweet tooth, these sinfully delicious ice creams 
are a sure cure for the blues.  Michael is responsible for the creative
